The funding source will be private funds from Arizona residents. The goal is to have
both guns in Arizona before December 7, 2011.

Mel Brody provided information that a slightly longer carillon bell tower was trucked to
Arizona. Mel will provide the trucking company information to Mr. Flores.

2. BILL OF RIGHTS MONUMENT COMING TO WESLEY BOLIN PLAZA IN
2012 — Emily Enger, Volunteer Project Coordinator, informed UAYV reps that a Bill of
Rights monument will be erected at Wesley Bolin Plaza in 2012. Funding is being
provided by Newman’s Own Company and others.

3. OPERATION FREEDOM BIRD/HELPING VETS HEAL - Ted Murphy,
USMC/Vietnam veteran and commercial pilot, informed UAV reps that Operation
Freedom Bird, in operation since 1988, provides a unique healing journey to Arizona's
combat veterans of all wars. The veterans are chosen by VA Veterans Center staff and
travel to D.C. 190 veterans have already participated in this program. The cost is
